As a reminder only branches cut in four foot lengths and smaller than 3 inches in diameter will be picked up curbside.  Branches meeting this criteria must be tied in bundles not weighing more than 50 pounds in weight or may be placed in compost bags or trash cans 32 gallons or smaller with a yard waste sticker.








Yard Waste Passes








Brush and yard waste may be taken to the Ypsilanti Township Compost Facility at no charge.  To be eligible for this service, City Residents must first obtain passes at the Public Services office located at 14 W. Forest, Ypsilanti, Michigan 48197.  Proof of residency must be submitted when picking up passes.

Yard Waste Is:


Grass clippings, leaves, weeds and brush less than 3 inches in diameter only.





Place in separate containers free of


 rubbish, dirt, sod or recyclables.





The following containers must be used for yard waste collection:





Use a 20 to 32-gallon hard plastic container with no plastic bag liner.  


Containers larger than 32 gallons will NOT be collected.


  


Container must be marked “YARD WASTE.”   Stickers may be picked up at City Hall, the Public Services office or at the City Recycling site.





Container must not weigh more than 50 pounds.





Use 30-gallon paper compost bags available at local stores.  No Plastic!





Branches and tree limbs smaller than 3 inches in diameter must be TIED in bundles not exceeding four (4) feet in length and 50 pounds in weight or may placed in paper compost bags or trash cans 32 gallons or smaller with a yard waste sticker.  





Place all yard waste at the curb at least SIX feet


 from rubbish and the recycle bin.





Place yard waste at the curb no later than 6:00 AM on your regular trash day.
